Tulip Tabletopper

This paper-pieced table-topper is easy to make. There are two different foundations to be used for the blocks.
Blocks are 6.5” unfinished. The table topper is 24 %" at the widest points when finished as shown in the picture

above.

NOTE: It is assumed that the user of this pattern knows how to paper-piece, and instructions are not given on how

to do this.

Fabric Requirements

Note: fabric requirements do not include border fabrics. Fabric amounts are generous to allow precutting if
desired. Every effort has been made to ensure the accuracy of the amounts needed, but mistakes can be made.

Coordinate 1 (C1) - Color for the outer petals of the inner | % yard
tulip blocks, and buds in the outer blocks

Coordinate 2 (C2) - Color for the innermost petal on the Yo yard
center tulip blocks

Coordinate 3 (C3) - Color for the leaves in all blocks Y% yard
Backing 1 yard

Binding

Y to 1/3 yard
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Cutting Instructions

I you desire to precut your fabric to make piecing the blocks easier, the sizes needed to cut over-sized fabric

pieces are given below for the two paper-pieced blocks.

Fabric Block 1 Section Number
Background Cut 4 pieces that are 3” by 4” Block 1 - #3
Cut 4 pieces that are 2” by 3” Block 1 - #2

Cut 8 pieces that are 2.5” by 4”
Cut 8 pieces that are 2” by 3.5

Block1-#5and 7
Block 1 - #9 and 11

Coordinate 1 Cut 4 pieces that are 3” by 6” Block 1 - #6
Cut 4 pieces that are 3” by 4” Block 1 - #4

Coordinate 2 Cut 4 pieces that are 2” by 2” Block 1 - #1

Coordinate 3 Cut 4 pieces that are 2.5” by 7” Block 1 - #10
Cut 4 pieces that are 2.5” by 6” Block 1 - #8

Fabric Block 2 Section Number
Background Cut 8 pieces that are 4” by 8” Block 2 - #6 and 7

Cut 4 pieces that are 3.5” by 5” Block 2 - #3

Cut 4 pieces that are 3” by 3.5 Block 2 — #2
Coordinate 1 Cut 4 pieces that are 2” by 3” Block 2 - #1
Coordinate 3 Cut 4 pieces that are 2” by 5.5” Block 1 - #4

Cut 4 pieces that are 2.5” by 8” Block 1 - #5

Side Triangles

Background

Cut 2 Squares 7” square, cut both in half diagonally once.
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
